Fort McMurray Catholic schools are inspired and guided by a Catholic Tradition of education that extends over 2000 years.   
As such, our school years and days begin in God's presence through prayer because we want our students to become aware  
of God's loving presence so as to experience Christ as the Great Educator.  Weekly and monthly prayer celebrations, Masses 
and religious retreat days are a staple of our school life enabling students to be leaders of prayer.  Our religion programs teach 
about God and lead students into a relationship with Christ.  The awareness of God's presence is evidenced by religious art  
and symbols present in our schools.   
 
We promote good citizenship as our core values and religion program call us to support local, national and international  
charitable and service activities such as the Santaôs Anonymous Program organized by Father Mercredi High School. 
Our faith and core values lead us to serve students who have special needs and those experiencing poverty.  Our faith also  
motivates school counselors to incorporate a pastoral perspective and to respect the spirituality of Aboriginal students. 
The integrity of each subject area is complimented by our faith and core values in that we ask how that curriculum relates to  
our beliefs.  Consequently, learning goes beyond skills and facts to promote wisdom.    
 
As Catholic schools, we collaborate with our local Bishop and St. John the Baptist Parish.  Our priests and parish team  
members are frequently present and ministering in schools and the District's Religious Education Coordinator acts as a  
member of the parish team.  Collaboration extends to youth retreats, sacramental preparation and a Youth Group Evening  
at Father Mercredi High School with participation of all schools. 
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Highlights for 2008/09 
 

Specialized Services for Children with Disabilities 
 

Å School Counseling Services 
Each elementary school has O.5 FTE counselors.  Father Mercredi Community High School has 2.0 FTE counselors.  
Counselors provide emergent support to students, teachers and families in dealing with emotional and behavioural 
difficulties.  They provide individual, small group and whole class educational and career counseling, work closely 
with special education students and provide community resources and programs to the schools.  Two psychological 
counseling agencies, WR Psychological and Educational Consulting Ltd. and Edmonton Regional Educational 
Consulting Services (EREC), were contracted for individual assessments and program consultation, with additional 
support from the Region 9 Health Services.  (Strategies 1.2,1.3, 2.2, 4.1) 
 
 
Å Mild - Moderate Preschool Programs 
In partnership with the Fort McMurray Public Schools, Fort McMurray Catholic Schools provided 0.5 FTE Special 
Education Teacher/Consultant and 2.5 FTE Speech-Language Assistants to four preschools in Fort McMurray for 
speech-language services and early intervention programming.  A private Speech-Language Pathologist was 
contracted to assess, program plan and direct speech-language therapy with the speech-language assistants for 
students. (Strategies 1.3, 4.1) 
 
 
Å  Mild - Moderate Kindergarten Programs 
Fort McMurray Catholic Schools provided 0.5 FTE Speech-Language Assistant in each Kindergarten Program for 
speech-language services and early intervention programming.  A private Speech-Language Pathologist was 
contracted to assess, program plan and direct speech-language therapy with the classroom teacher and speech-
language assistant for students.  57% of Kindergarten students with speech and/or language delays demonstrated 
improved language skills during post assessments. 35% of students receiving this intervention program were 
discontinued from special education services (Strategies 1.3, 4.1) 
 
 
Å  Program Unit Funding (PUF) 
Program Unit Funding (PUF) was provided to approved Early Childhood Services (ECS) children with severe delays 
and/or disabilities who require additional support beyond what is offered in the regular ECS programs for children 2.5 
- 6.0 years of age.  All elementary schools provided services for PUF students in their Early Entry and Kindergarten 
Programs. (Strategies 1.3, 4.1) 
 
 
Å  Early Entry Programs (EEP) 
All District elementary schools offer an Early Entry Program.  This program provided proactive intervention for pre-
kindergarten aged children who have been identified with mild - severe delays, aged 2.5 - 4.5 years of age.  
Programs provide a language focused, age-appropriate curriculum, in an inclusive setting, in order to develop the 
child's cognitive, language, fine motor, gross motor and social skills.  Community children provide language and 
social skills models for children with disabilities.  Children who are English as a Second Language are also included 
in the program and receive communication programming. (Strategy 1.3) 
 
 
Å  Specialized Services for ECS Children with Disabilities 
In partnership with Northeast Child & Family Services, Fort McMurray Catholic Schools provided intensive support for 
children with complex special education needs.  Children in ECS programs received a full day program in an EEP or 
Kindergarten classroom.  Students received a variety of individual intensive instructional supports; including PECS 
symbols, discrete trial training, task analysis of functional areas of need and other augmentative supports to promote 
social and communication development.  A special educational teacher/consultant coordinated the program and 
directed a 1.0 FTE educational assistant to support these individual programs. Good Shepherd School provided 

these specialized programs. (Strategies 1.3, 4.1) 
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Å Specialized Services for Children with Disabilities, Grades 1-2 
In partnership with Northeast Child & Family Services, Fort McMurray Catholic Schools provided intensive support for 
students with complex special education needs in grades 1 and 3.  Students received additional therapeutic supports 
in school and at home.  A home support plan is developed to ensure continuity of services from school, to the 
community and in the home.  A special educational teacher/consultant co-coordinated the program.  Father 
Beauregard, Good Shepherd and St. Martha schools provided these specialized programs.  
(Strategy 1.3) 
 
 
Å Literacy Initiative (ELI)  
All elementary schools provided early reading intervention services to students identified as ñat riskò for reading 
difficulties in grades one to eight.  Individual and/or small group support was given to assist students in their reading 
development in addition to their regular language learning programs Students who did not meet acceptable standards 
for their grade placements were recommended for continued early literacy support for the following year. 
(Strategies 1.3, 2.1) 
 
Å Knowledge and Employability Program (Grades 9-12) 
The knowledge and Employability courses are designed for students who meet the criteria and learn best through 
experiences that integrate essential and employability skills in occupational contexts.  The course work provides 
students with practical and applied opportunities to enter into employment or to continue their education. Father 
Patrick Mercredi offered programs for students in grades 9 -12.  (Strategy 2.2) 
 
 
Å Independent Living Programs (Primary, Junior and Senior) 
Students who have developmental delays were provided a functional life skills program that is individualized to meet the 
studentôs needs and abilities. Each program incorporates academic, independent life skills, and community life skills. 
The senior program provides employability skills and community work experience. (Strategy 2.2) 
 
 
Å Youth Treatment Center - Transitions 
In partnership with Northeast Child & Family Services, Fort McMurray Catholic Schools provided educational services 
for a six-bed residential treatment program.  Youth were provided therapeutic and educational programming. In 
March 2009, the Youth Treatment Center was closed due to on going challenges with staffing.  The Edmonton CASA 
program was also expanded and students in our region will continue to be supported through CASA House. 
(Strategy 1.3) 
 
 
Å Wood Buffalo Student Health Initiative Program (WBSHIP) 
WBSHIP Student Health Services provided students with speech-language, occupational and physical therapy 
services, mental health, AADAC services and Family Liaison Support Workers. To improve access to speech ï 
language therapy a 1.0FTE  Speech Language Assistant was provided by Fort McMurray Catholic Schools to 
increase speech services in grades 1-3 in our schools. (Strategies 1.3, 4.1) 
 
 
Å Region Nine Complex Needs Committee 
Region Nine Complex Needs Committee provides extraordinary support for students and families in our region. 
Parent training workshops and family consultations with Dr. Indira Gajraj were offered to parents at two points in the 
year. The intent was to develop a family plan and to provide tools and strategies for parents, school staff and mental 
health therapists to support the child who was having emotional difficulties. Working as a multidisciplinary team local 
inter-agency supports were coordinated and the family plan was implemented to support the student. 
(Strategy 4.1) 
 
Technology 

In January 2008, Alberta Education announced an investment of $35 million to support technology enhancement in 
Alberta Schools. The Fort McMurray Catholic Board initiated the following projects during the year:  
An implementation plan was developed and ñnew technologiesò were purchased and installed through classrooms in 
various locations:  projection units for all teaching classrooms, FM systems, 10 classrooms equipped with 
Promethean boards at Fr. Beauregard School and  9 smart boards installed at Father Mercredi. 
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Technology Infrastructure 

Modernization projects for technology infrastructure were initiated and will continue over the next 2 years.  These 
upgrades included: 30- MB internet gateway; implementation of internet content filtering solution; minimum hardware 
standards established; implement software standards to ensure cost is effective and time saving strategies when 
computers are not functioning; research and testing of hardware/software asset management utility; server 
maintenance and software updates. 
 
Technology in Classroom: 140 new classroom computers to be used for instruction by teachers were purchased in 

August 2008 and will be deployed early in the new school year.  These computers will be connected to overhead 
projection and sound systems in each classroom (Grades 1 to 12) over the next two years to enhance teaching and 

learning. Additional upgrades include: creation of elementary school student network accounts; upgrade of exchange 

mail solution; reconfiguration of student and classroom computers  as per new software/hardware standards. 

 
Career and Technology Studies:  

Father Mercredi High School applied and received a grant of $290,000 from Skills Canada CTS Regional Capacity 
Initiative.    This grant was used to modernize the Fabrication (Welding), automotive, fashion Design, Foods, 
Cosmetology photography and videography labs.  This new equipment was installed during the summer and is used 
to provide more and improved CTS programming to students at Fr. Mercredi High School.  In addition, under the CTS 
Evergreening initiative program, Father Mercredi High School applied for and was approved for another grant of just 
over $110,000.  The grant money was used to update computers and software for use by the Information Processing 
and media courses. Father Mercredi High School also entered into a partnership with Syncrude Canada whereby 
Syncrude is supplied the school with a Journeymen Welder to assist in the delivery of the practical portions of the 
Fabrication program.  This partnership has enabled Fr. Mercredi High School to continue providing students with 
quality instruction both in the practical and theory portions of the course.  
(Strategy 1.2 ) 
 
AISI  
Å Curriculum, Instruction, Assessment:  Improving Student Core-Subject Competencies 

Three coordinator/consultants supported with AISI funding were directed to work with District divisions 2, 3 and 4 
teachers in the areas of curriculum, instruction and assessment. Great gains are being made in the area of student 
achievement and teacher knowledge in the area of curriculum, instruction and assessment. In particular, grade 9 PAT 
achievement results have improved in the areas of Math, Science and Social Studies. We believe this is a direct 
result of the interventions and support provided by the consultants and coordinators.  This was a significant gain for 
our district as grade 9 results have been low overtime. Divisions 2 and 3 maintained both acceptable standards and 
standards of excellence.  (Strategies 2.1, 2.4) 
 
Å New Teacher Mentor Support 

To support and retain new teachers in our District, a District Mentor Consultant offers ongoing professional 
development and classroom support to new teachers in the areas of curriculum, instruction and assessment.  
Highlights of this program include: a two-day District orientation, a half-day school orientation, a half-day professional 
development per month and direct classroom support. The District Mentor Consultant is a key person who nurtures 
personal well-being and builds trusting relationships with the new teachers, Our northern location typically requires us 
to hire teachers from across Canada. The District Mentor Consultant alleviates feelings of isolation by being the go-to 
person on a daily basis.  In addition each facility has identified a trained in-school mentor to provide onsite support as 
required.  This program continues to have a positive effect on the development of teaching competencies and on the 
retention of quality teachers.  (Strategy 2.1) 
 
Å District Assessment Specialists 

Four District consultants served as assessment specialists to support the District's initiative to improve assessment 
practices. The specialists attended training sessions provided by the Alberta Assessment Consortium and then 
trained District teachers in best practices of student assessment. We are working towards realigning school practices 
with current research in this area. School Principals were trained to offer workshops, in collaboration with the 
assessment specialists, to their school staff based on their school needs. In addition, the school district assessment 
policy was rewritten to reflect the current research in this area. (Strategy 2.1) 
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Recruitment of  District Staff 

The District is partnering with the Keyano College, University of Alberta, Faculte St. Jean and University of Lethbridge 
by providing Student Teacher and Educational Assistant placements.  As well, our district has provided student 
teacher placements from universities in Eastern Canada and Maine.  Three faculty supervisors were identified from 
the District to support this partnership. Cooperation continues with the Regional Health Authority as well as Syncrude 
Canada, to ensure mutually beneficial recruitment of staff. We updated our website to include employment 
opportunities as well as utilizing other Canadian employment websites. (Strategy 4.1) 
 
The Core Values for Student Achievement Project  

Our core values for the student achievement project has been continued in a virtues and character formation program 
coordinated by school counselors.  The program initially started at two of our schools and others are taking on 
modified versions of it.  Care has been taken to integrate the virtues program with our core values and virtues, and 
our Catholic faith.  The District also invested significant time and resources in deepening our understanding of our 
core values by examining Thomas Groomeôs philosophy of education in a course from Newman Theological College 
and an administratorsô retreat.   (Strategies 1.2, 2.4) 
 
First Nation, Métis and Inuit Education Program Support 

All of our schools have a First Nation, Metis and Inuit (FNMI) education program operated by five District FNMI 
Liaison personnel.  Each school is developing a team to collaborate with the liaison personnel.  FNMI programs offer 
a variety of services including cross-cultural education, family/school liaison, community resources, and student 
mentoring/ homework clubs.  A special area of focus has been fostering literacy through programs engaging families 
such as F&ST and Reading on the Medicine Wheel.  Our focus on mentoring was enhanced by sessions for parents 
and staff offered by Dr. Martin Brokenleg.  David Bouchard spent a week in our schools promoting literacy and the 
Red Power Brigade promoted positive cultural attitudes.  We also began reviewing and examining the role and 
possible modalities of aboriginal language learning for our FNMI students. In addition, our high school offers the 
services of an aboriginal teacher and counselor, career counseling, extra Aboriginal courses, flexible scheduling of 
classes for students through the ACE (Alternative Choices Education) program, and an aboriginal student 
association.  High school students are also given job interview experience for work credits and receive visits from 
Aboriginal business leaders.  Our primary focus is enabling our FNMI students to graduate successfully from high 
school.  Each May local FNMI graduating students are recognized by the community in an Aboriginal Achievement 
celebration. We are increasingly focusing on mentoring activities for our Division III ad IV students.   
(Goal # 3 Success for First Nation, Metis and Inuit Students)  
 
Community Involvement/Citizenship 

As Fort McMurray Catholic Schools, our faith motivates us to reach out to our community and to be of service to 
others. We provide an extensive variety of opportunities for students and staff to be involved in the life of our 
community. Connections with school service projects, parish groups and civic organizations foster knowledge, skills 
and attitudes, which build citizenship.  Specific examples include:  The annual Santa's Anonymous activities at 
Christmas, Students Against Drinking & Driving (SADD), Social Justice, assistance at community soup kitchens and 
shelters, providing meals, clothes, blankets and backpacks for the homeless and working poor, drives for the local 
Food Bank and support for the Catholic charity ñDevelopment and Peaceò, to name just a few. This initiative is the 
fabric of who we are as a Catholic School district.  (Strategy 2.4) 
 
High School Completion Rates 

Å Plan Lab - High School Tutorial Program 
Father Patrick Mercredi High School provided instructional support to students with academic delays and/or learning 
disabilities.  Individual tutorial support was provided through review and instruction of class content, organizational 
strategies, study skills, test taking and remedial lessons within their core subjects.  Accommodations for exams were 
also provided. 
 
 
Å Individualized Tracking 

The high school principal and/or counselors met individually with every grade 12 student who started the grade 12 
year with less than 60 credits.  The principal reviewed their transcripts, set up challenge assessments, added work 
experience to boost up their credits and scheduled regular meetings with them to check and monitor their progress, 
providing supports when needed. (Strategy 1.4) 
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Å Alternate Choices Education (ACE) 

This program allows flexibility for students in grades 9-12 to complete their high school diploma.  Students, for a 
variety of reasons, may need flexibility in completing course work.   As such, these students complete modules in 
their core subjects with teacher guidance and support.  Students requiring additional credits to meet high school 
requirements are also accommodated.   Individual appointments are scheduled to meet the student's needs.  
Additional tutorial support may be assigned in the Plan Lab to ensure course completion and to gain the necessary 
credits for high school diploma requirements. (Strategy 1.4) 
 
Å Transitioning to Post Secondary 

Work experience, RAP and Career Prep programs are key factors that have led to high numbers of students 
transitioning to post secondary.  These areas give students a taste of different careers so that when they complete 
high school, they are going directly into specific areas of interest in technical colleges and universities.   Various 
workshops for parents and students were organized including a career fair presented by many post secondary 
institutions, a workshop by Keyano College, University of Alberta, and a presentation by counselors and others 
guests.(Strategy 2.3) 
 
Å Core Subject Department Heads 

The high school appointed department heads in each of the core subjects, including Religion, to provide instructional 
support and direction to teachers. As a result of the Moving and Improving Initiative dimension ñTargeted and Phased 
Focuses for School Improvementò, the district is moving towards appointing Instructional Coach Consultants in the 
four core areas. (Strategy 2.1) 
 
Work Experience 
232 students were enrolled in work experience wherein students earn credit for work at jobs outside of school and 

receive regular employer performance feedback.  We believe this has an impact on our excellent transition rates. 
(Strategy 1.4) 
 
The Registered Apprenticeship Program (R.A.P.) 

Fifteen (15))  grade 11 - 12 students participated in  R.A.P. as registered apprentices.  R.A.P. allows students to log 
their hours of work toward their first year apprenticeship in a given trade while completing high school course 
requirements.  Students in RAP graduate on schedule with the requirements needed to be successful in their chosen 
trade, once again positively impacting transition rates. (Strategies 2.3) 
 
Career Prep 

This High School program is designed to give students the opportunity to explore possible career pathways that may 
fit with their strengths and interests.  Students enroll in the program, work in the school on modules and credentials, 
go through mock interviews with prospective employers and create a career portfolio.  During the summer, the 
student has the opportunity to be interviewed for a paid position that is related to their chosen career pathway for a 
Summer Internship. 
 
District Professional Learning Communities 

All District teachers engaged in a process of Professional Learning Communities (PLCôs) throughout 2008-2009. 
Friday afternoons were designated as either District or school-based PLCôs.  These PLCôs maintained a yearlong 
focus on curriculum, assessment and instruction imbedded within the Understanding by Design concept.  At the end 
of ten months, each team presented their completed UBD unit to colleagues, in addition to placing it on the district 
shared server for future benefit to teachers.  The practice of Friday afternoon release time continues to be 
appreciated by teaching staff for collegial learning opportunities and has a direct benefit on student 
achievement.(Strategy 4.2) 
 
UPEI Masters Program 

In May 2008 the first cohort of fourteen District personnel completed the U.P.E.I. Masters Program. In September 
2008 a second cohort of sixteen District personnel began the program, with an expected graduation in 2011. In an 
effort to foster local administrative potential, to build Leadership Capacity the District provided release time equivalent 
to 8 to 10 days to support these individuals. This collaborative venture aligns with the Moving and Improving 
dimension ñInvesting in Instructional Leadershipò because this allows our district to use an external source to help 
develop instructional leadership. (Strategy 3.2) 
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Building Leadership Capacity 

Due to retirements and resignations of school-based administrators, an administrator mentor program was 
developed. In an attempt to support and retain new administrators a Director of School Based Administration was 
hired to develop and implement a mentor program. This mentorship includes new administrator monthly group 
meetings, individual consultation and support, training, school visits, job embedded responsibilities and modeling 
improved professional practice. This mentorship program is rooted in a reciprocal relationship that involves critical 
reflection and full participation. By building the leadership skills of school administrators they in turn build the skills of 
their teachers, which positively impacts student learning.

Comment on Results 
In comparison to the province we are not seeing gains at 
the high school level with the exception of Physics 30, 
Social 33, Biology 30 and Applied Math 30.  We continue to 
fall short of our targets in the standard of excellence overall. 
Our initiatives in curriculum, instruction and assessment 
have not been embraced at the high school level as 
compared to our elementary school levels. It is our plan to 
move towards Instructional Coach Consultants at the High 
School to support improvement efforts. In addition a school 
improvement initiative, spearheaded by the 
Superintendent, was launched. Efforts in this area will 
include tracking grade 12-student achievement, mentoring 
at risk students, Minimal Zeros policy and a Multi-purpose 
tutorial lab.

Comment on Results 
 

We believe our inability to improve in this area is 
hampered by students opting to work while continuing 
their studies. Too many students are on the 4 year 
completion plan versus 3 year high school completion. 
As a result, a school improvement initiative, 
spearheaded by the Superintendent, was launched. 
Efforts in this area will include tracking grade 12 
student achievement, mentoring at risk students, 
Minimal Zeros policy and a Multi-purpose tutorial lab.
